From the Health Room   

What is Strep Throat?  
A disease caused by group A streptococcus bacteria, Scarlet fever is a form of strep throat that is 
accompanied by a fine red rash that makes the skin feel like very fine sandpaper. 
 

What are the signs and symptoms? 
¶ Sore throat 
¶ Fever 
¶ Stomachache 
¶ Headache 
¶ Swollen lymph nodes in the neck 
¶ Decreased appetite 
 

How does it spread? 
¶ If someone in your family or school has strep throat, there is a chance you can 
      catch it. 
¶ When someone with strep throat sneezes or blows his nose and you are nearby, 
      or if you share the same forks, spoons, or straws, the bacteria can spread to you. 
             

How do you control it? 
1. If your child has strep throat, your health care provider will probably give you an antibiotic to kill 
the strep bacteria. Some sore throats are caused by a virus and do not need antibiotics. 

нΦ   After taking the antibiotic for 24-48 hours, your child is no longer contagious, 

      but it is very important to take all 10 days of the medication. 
3. Keep your child home from school for 24 hours after starting antibiotics to prevent the spread of      
bacteria. 

4. Give your child a new toothbrush before finishing the antibiotics to prevent re-infection.

2. Diarrhea  

3. Fever over 100 (students must stay home   

        until they are 24 hours fever free)  

4. Undiagnosed rash (cannot return to school    

      without a physicianõs note) 

5.  Head lice (must be treated before  

       returning to school)  

6.  Any suspected communicable disease  

7. Nuisance condition such as ringworm or   

      scabies 

8.  Red draining eyes  

9.  Persistent runny nose, with yellow/green  

      discharge and a fever  

10. Productive cough with a fever  

11. Abdominal pain with a fever
